c. Keep it short and cheerful

2. Learn About Their Project
a. Ask:"What kind of project are you working on together?"
b. WAIT for students to answer
c. Show interest in their project with a positive comment

3. Help Set Team Goals
a. Foryounger students: "What do you want your project to look like when it's

finished?"
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b. For older students: "What are the main things you want to accomplish with this
project?"

c. WAIT for their answer

d. Follow-up for older students: "Is there anything special your team wants to learn
while working together?"

e. WAIT for their answer

f. Ifthey're stuck, give age-appropriate examples

4. Figure Out Jobs

a. Foryounger students: "Let's decide what jobs each person will do. What are the
different jobs needed for your project?"

b. For older students: "What different responsibilities will your project need? Who
would like to take each job?"

c. WAIT for their answer

d. After they describe their project, offer them specific role suggestions based on what
they've shared:

i. "Based on your [type of project], here are some possible roles that might work
for your team..."

ii.  Provide 3-5 project-specific role suggestions that directly relate to the project
they described

e. If students struggle to identify roles, prompt them with questions like:

i.  "What are the main tasks that need to be done for your project?"
ii.  "What special skills does each team member have that could help the
project?"
iii.  "Think about the different parts of your project - who would be good at
handling each part?"

f. Remind them: "It's okay if jobs change later, but it helps to know who's in charge of
what to start. The most important thing is that everyone has clear responsibilities
that match their interests and abilities."

5. Create Team Rules

a. Explain that every good team needs some simple rules to follow

b. Ask about:

i. How they'll talk to each other: "How will your team share ideas and
information?" (give examples like talking during class, notes, etc.)

c. WAIT for their answer

d. If students struggle, offer suggestions like:

i. Foryounger students: "You might agree to raise hands before sharing ideas" or
"Maybe you'll have a special notebook to pass messages"

e. How they'll treat each other: "What rules will help everyone feel good about being on
this team?"

ii.  Forolder students: "Making sure everyone gets a chance to share ideas" or
"Giving constructive feedback instead of criticism"
h. How they'll keep track of work: "How will you remember what needs to be done and
who's doing what?"
i. WAIT for their answer
j. Ifstudents struggle, offer suggestions like:
i. Foryounger students: "Using a team checklist on poster paper" or "Having a
job board with sticky notes"
ii.  Forolder students: "Creating a shared digital task list" or "Checking in at the
beginning of each work session"
6. Make Their Team Agreement
a. Foryounger students, create a simple, colorful-looking chart
b. For older students, create a more detailed but still visually appealing format.
